which recently appeared in a second
revised edition, and of A Gleam of
Shining Hope, a history of Ashland
College/University and Ashland
Theological Seminary. He has edited
several books and has written
numerous articles on Brethren history
and doctrine. He serves on the
board of Brethren Encyclopedia, Inc.

SAM FUNKHOUSER resides with
his family in Franklin County,
Virginia, and is a member of the
Old German Baptist Perspectives
on Witness and Mission. He

is a graduate of Princeton
Theological Seminary (M.Div.),
where he wrote a thesis on

the theology of early English-
language Brethren hymnody.
